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IT IS A PARKLAND WHERE TREES GROWS EVERYWHERE

Between the Limpopo and the Zambezi rivers lies a parkland of 375 830 square Kilometers
within this area grows an assembly of trees astonishing in their variety and number. No part
of this island where no trees do not grow. It is a naturally beautiful island in a sea of green.

DAY 1

Leave the Gauteng area (JHB Airport) by road using (National road No1) the great north
through a number of South African towns. The hours drive to the border is approximately
Six hours, but to the interesting places inside Zimbabwe and the sites you will visit it will be
3 hours drive. The information about the areas you will visit will be on your guide finger tips,
your guide will assist as well in walking you along the bridge which was built by Alfred Beit
linking South Africa and Zimbabwe.

Retire at a hotel in Beit Bridge the first town from South Africa and the smallest towns in
Zimbabwe rich in culture.

DAY 2

Masvingo and Great Zimbabwe

Leaving Beit Bridge to Masvingo for 3 hours drive, where you will experience an interesting
discovery of great Zimbabwe ruins. Masvingo is the most central part of Zimbabwe formerly
Fort Victoria so it was called by Europeans.

Retire at the Great Zimbabwe hotel or similar.
DAY 3

The Kingdom of the outcast (Bulawayo) and the Western division of Zimbabwe known as
Matebele land. The original inhabitants had no such name for the area, but the Bushmen
who were the first to dwell in this region, and the Rozvil people who displaced them left a
rich legacy of place names on the rivers, mountains and other Photographical features, but
they had no need for any name describing a political division. In arriving to the city of the
Kings so they called it Bulawayo.

You will visit the Chapangali wild life Sanctuary before checking to a hotel in Bulawayo.
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Tours & Transfers

DAY 4

When Mzilikazi the Ndebele tribe’s founder died in 1868, there was much quarreling and
killing over the question of succession. His son Lobhengula eventually became the new
king; in 1872 he founded a capital which he named Kwa Bulawayo (‘the place of the
persecuted man’).

Early in the morning leave the city to the nearby Matobo national park. Visit Cecil John
Rhodes grave. You will be on the open vehicles with the local game ranger and spent half
day with the local guide or ranger, thereafter meet your guide at lunch and visit:

» Natural History Museum

» Visit Railway Museum

» Art Gallery

» And the near by old townships.

Retire at a hotel in Bulawayo.
DAY 5

Dete and Hwange National park

Today you leave Bulawayo to Dete, a small village around Hwange National park. Visit local
villages and learn about their culture from them.

Evening at Detema Safari lodge or similar.

DAY 6

In 1928 the legislative Assembly proclaimed 13000 square kilometers of north-western
Zimbabwe a game reserve, and was the beginning of one of the largest of all nature
sanctuaries in Africa. The park is well known for its variety of games. Local guide will take
you to the game drives in open vehicle.

OPTIONAL

Sleep differently at Sukumi tree lodge for two days and experience the big Five passing
under your tree house. Back to Detema Safari lodge or Similar.
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DAY 7

Mlibizi leisure day.

Those at Sukumi tree lodge remain there and join the rest of the group on day 8 leaving to
Victoria Falls. This morning your guide will take you to the beginning of the Kariba dam at
Mlibizi resort. The tour includes:

» Visit local Shools

» Boat Cruise at the mouth of Mlibizi River.

» Stop at the Kamative big hole (Tin Mine)

Overnight at Deteme Safari lodge.

DAY 8

Victoria Falls.

Today will be the day that you will not need to go back to your hotel.
Tour includes:

» The scenic route to the falls

» The falls

» And the elephant walk market.

Overnight at Victoria Falls or similar.

DAY 9

Livingstone Zambia

Formerly it was called Northern Rhodesia but today it is Zambia. The tour includes
> Visit the falls in Zambian side
» Tour of the Maramba market.
» Livingstone museum the biggest in the country.
» Waterfront for lunch.

OPTIONAL

Lunch in the boat sailing around the Livingstone Island.

Overnight at Victoria Falls or similar.
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Tours & Transfers

DAY 10
OPTIONAL
Chobe National Park in Botswana for a day or remain at leisure.
Victoria Falls: Elephant Ride
Evening boat cruise
Micro light and many more.

DAY 11

Transfer to the Airport or to other hotels for those who are staying more days at the
Victoria Falls.

NB: This itinerary can start from Victoria Falls to Johannesburg.
